Selected artists who are sustained in their careers have been invited to donate an artwork that will be sold to
support their emerging peer artists. All sale proceeds will support Transformer and the emerging artists the
organization serves. 70% of sale proceeds will be distributed to emerging artists in the form of unrestricted
microgrants and artist honorariums. The remaining 30% of sale proceeds will go toward supporting Transformer
operations.
